« Black school shoes or trainers — black trainers are encouraged due to outside activities.
o In the summer a yellow or blue gingham dress or black or grey shorts are acceptable.

COVID amendment to uniform:
Due to increased ventilation and lower temperatures, children can wear to school throughout the
week:
« Plain black or navy leggings, shorts or jogging bottoms (no logos).
o Yellow polo shirt.
o School logo jumper, cardigan, hoody or fleece.
e Black Trainers.
Please ensure your child has a vests or thermal undergarments to keep them warm.

Our PE uniform:

« Plain black or navy leggings, shorts or jogging bottoms (no logos).

e PE T-shirt (school t-shirt with logo) in the House Team colour your child has been assigned

to — Blue, Green, Red or Yellow.

e School logo jumper, cardigan or hoody.

o Trainers (preferably black).
